Re: Comments on Proposed Rule, “Provider Conscience Regulat ions”

Dear Secretary Leavit t:

On behal f o f the League of Women Voters of the Uni ted Sta tes, I am submi t t ing comments on the Proposed

Rule publ ished at 73 Fed. Reg. 50274. The League of Women Voters opposes th is rule. We bel ieve that there

are adequate laws in place and that , in fact , the “Provider Conscience Regulat ions” wi l l c reate problems.

The League of Women Voters has a long-standing interest in programs and pol ic ies that prov ide access to

health care for a l l residents of the United States. Since 1992, when League members studied the issue of

heal th care, we have worked for comprehensive heal th care coverage for a l l Amer icans. In addi t ion, the

League of Women Voters has a strong commitment to the concept that publ ic pol icy in a plura l is t ic society

must af f i rm the r ight of pr ivacy of the indiv idual to make reproduct ive choices.

The League of Women Voters is deeply concerned that this proposed regulat ion wi l l have a negat ive impact on

pat ient access to heal th care serv ices and informat ion, part icular ly in the area of reproduct ive heal th care.

I t i s ou r unde rs tand ing tha t th is regu la t ion wou ld expand the ab i l i t y o f hea l th care prov i de rs to w i t hho ld

medical treatment and counsel ing from patients based on rel igious or moral bel iefs. We bel ieve that there is a

balance to be st ruck between an employee’s r igh t to re l ig ious l iber ty and a pat ien t ’s access to heal th care

serv ices. Throughout the past th i r ty - f ive years, federa l laws, includ ing the Church Amendments, the Coats

Amendment and the Weldon Amendment , have permi t ted ind iv idua ls and ins t i tu t ions to re fuse to prov ide

abort ion and ster i l izat ion services. In addi t ion, under Tit le VII of the Civi l R ights Act of 1964, employers have

been requ i r ed to make every e f f o r t to accommoda te an employee ’s re fusa l t o prov ide hea l th care un less

do ing so wou ld place an undue hardsh ip on the employer . I t is cr i t i ca l to ma inta in a balance between the

ind iv idua l employee’s re l ig ious be l ie fs and the need fo r employers to ensure tha t pat ien ts have access to

health care services and information. There is no evidence that the expansion is warranted, nor do we think i t

should be.

The League is equal ly concerned that the proposed “Provider Conscience Regulation” wil l impact the abil i ty of

women to obta in sa fe and ef fect iv e bi r th cont ro l . An ear l ier dra f t o f th is regulat ion prov ided a def in i t i on of

abor t ion tha t inc luded commonly -accep ted methods o f b i r th con t ro l . The cur ren t p roposed regu la t i on does

not inc lude that def ini t ion, nor does i t inc lude any def in i t ion of abor t io n. The resul t ing ambigui ty means that

hea l th prov iders cou ld expand the def in i t i on o f abor t ion beyond the consensus def in i t i on o f the med ica l

p ro fess ion and ex is t ing federa l po l i cy to b lock b i r th con tro l serv ices, inc lud ing info rmat ion, re fer ra l and

counse l ing . We are deep l y concerned tha t th is ambigu i t y cou ld preven t pa t ien t s f r om rece iv ing needed

services wi th no referrals and no opt ions.

The League of Women Voters bel ieves that the proposed “Prov ider Conscience Regulat ions” must be

withdrawn. As current ly drafted, the regulat ions raise a number of ser ious concerns about their possible

impact on health care prov iders, programs and pat ients .
